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òConsecration Sunday is Comingó 

Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical perspective do not 

view the money Christians give to their church merely as a way to pay its bills. Rather, 

such congregations see financial contributions as a way to help people grow spiritually 

in their relationship with God by supporting their churchõs mission and ministry with a 

percentage of their incomes.  

 

Our congregationõs Stewardship committee has selected the New Consecration Sunday 

Stewardship Program as a way to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous 

giving in our stewardship education emphasis this year.  

 

New Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical philosophy of the need of the giver 

to give for his or her own spiritual development, rather than on the need of the church 

to receive. Instead of treating people like members of a social club who should pay 

dues, we will treat people like followers of Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as 

an act of discipleship. New Consecration Sunday  encourages people toward propor-

tionate and systematic giving in response to the question, òWhat percentage of my  

income is God calling me to give?ó  

 

During morning worship on Consecration Sunday, we are asking our attendees and 

members to make their financial commitments to our churchõs missionary, benevolent, 

and educational ministries in this community and around the world.  

 

Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card  does so volun-

tarily by attending morning worship on Consecration Sunday. We urge people to attend 

who feel strongly opposed to completing a card. The procedure is done in such a way 

that no one feels personal embarrassment if he or she chooses not to fill out a card.  

 

We will do no home solicitation to ask people to complete cards. During morning  

worship our guest leader will conduct a brief period of instruction and inspiration,  

climaxed by members making their commitments as a confidential act of worship.  

 

We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the Consecra-

tion Sunday team and Administrative Council members. Since we will make no follow -

up visits to ask people to complete their cards, we will make every effort to inform, 

inspire, and commit everyone to attend Consecration Sunday worship.

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  For parents living in Africa, perhaps the greatest miracle would be to one day  

not have to worry about losing their children to malaria. Today, a child dies there every 45 seconds, dies 

from malaria, and treatable disease that has been eradicated from many other countries.  

 

The United Methodist Church, which has had missionaries with schools and hospitals there for generations, 

believes that the living Christ is calling us to do for the people of Africa what we have done elsewhere, to 

eliminate malaria. We are in the process of forming partnerships with a number of other groups to do just 

that. And we are asking every local church to prayerfully join us in this effort.  

 

We are embarking on a three prong campaign that includes:  

Prevention  

Å Providing bed nets  

Å Treating the interior walls of their homes  

Å Eliminating standing water where the anopheles mosquito breeds  

Treatment  

Å Training more public health nurses  

Å Providing medicine ($5 can treat a patient)  

Education  

Å Through existing structures like schools and hospitals  

Å Training more public health volunteers to teach safe practices  

Å Through portable radio and cell phone messages  

 

For every $10 we raise, we can save literally save a life, plus move closer to eliminating the disease com-

pletely by the end of 2015. You will be given an opportunity at the end of October to make a commitment to 

help to the degree that you feel God is calling you to. As part of our stewardship campaign, there will be an 

additional card for you to estimate not only what you hope and plan to give to Glendale Church and its min-

istry, but also what you hope and plan to give to the Imagine No Malaria campaign. Our church has set a goal 

of averaging 10 lives ($100) for every worshiper on an average Sunday (100 worshipers). Some will not be 

able to give anything. Others can give generously. We hope you will pray about this ahead of time and let 

God guide your decision.  

 

Together, we can do this. Imagine, no malaria in Africa in three years!!

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Church News  

Calvary Church Sold  
On Tuesday, September 13, we closed on a sale of the former  

Calvary UMC property to King of Glory Lutheran Church. When the 

Calvary congregation voted to close and merge with Glendale UMC 

back in May of 2010, part of their hope was that the building and 

property that had served as their worship home for many years 

would continue to be a place of worship and ministry, rather than be 

torn down. That prayer has been answered by God. We now pray that 

the building some of you built and cared for so well will continue to 

serve God and the people of Shakopee.  
 

After the closing our finance team here at Glendale paid off the debt 

to both the Voyageurs Bank and the Metro West Builders Union. We 

also are paying back to the Annual Conference the approximately 

$28,000 we borrowed from them by not paying our apportionments 

from May of 2010 through the sale of the property. With the pro-

ceeds of the sale that are left, we will be paying down the principle 

on the Glendale mortgage. That will leave about a year of monthly 

mortgage payments on the Glendale building.  
 

Please note that our financial situation is not going to improve much 

at all until we pay off the Glendale mortgage, which takes about 

$6000 per month. We need your continued faithful giving, and I will 

remain at ¾ compensation, until it is paid off. The money we were 

spending on the debt for and maintenance of the Calvary property 

will now be diverted back into our monthly apportionment payments 

to the United Methodist Church. The Conference has been more  

than generous with us, showing trust in our future. The Annual  

Conference of our Church decided to let us keep the 20% of sale 

proceeds that legally would have gone to them, so that we can get 

back on our feet financially sooner and develop a realistic plan for 

growth. We are glad to be able to be contributing freely our fair 

share toward the state wide and global ministry of our denomination 

once again.  
 

In the mean time, your church leaders are going to be trying to  

develop a plan for the future growth of Glendale UMC, both  

numerically and spiritually. We will be asking for your input as we 

look at what ministries to invest in and develop, as well as how to 

maintain and enhance our building, part of which is over 25 years 

old now. We are excited about the future and its possibilities, and 

yet aware that we will need to be intentional about being be faithful 

stewards of both the financial resources and ministry God has  

entrusted to us here.  

 

 

Financial Box Score  

As we enter the Fall, we are $11,970 

dollars behind our budget. That is  

a 6.9% shortfall. If you are able to 

make a special contribution, or to 

bring your giving up do date if it has  

fallen behind, we will appreciate it.  
 

While we know that summer is  

typically lower in giving, we hope  

to operate in the black as we order 

and pay for curriculum and other 

supplies this Fall.  
 

For a variety of reasons, including 

loss of job, several of our active 

families are not able to support the 

church as they were. Any second 

mile giving from you will be greatly 

appreciated as we strive to meet our 

cash flow needs.

Boundaries Training  
Our congregation recently adopted a policy that we believe will help 

protect our children and youth from sexual abuse, and our congre-

gation from its devastating effects. The policy spells out what we 

will do to select and screen volunteers, as well as what practices we 

will put into place for actually working with children and youth. The 

Staff Parish Relations (SPR) committee developed the original policy, 

but after input from the volunteers during training, it will be re-

vised and refined. Bob Black was recruited by the SPR committee to 

prepare and lead training sessions for both our volunteers, and for 

the Administrative Council and SPR committee members. We are 

pleased that 36 of our members have attended the volunteer train-

ing sessions and met the new requirements to volunteer, so they 

can now staff our nursery, teach Sunday school, and lead youth 

groups. In addition, about 15 of our Administrative  Council and 

SPR committee members have attended.  
 

The policy and procedures we have adopted are similar to those 

that are used by other organizations like scouts, school, etc.  

From now on, our volunteers will need to  

Submit two references, either where they have volunteered   

before, or from within our congregation if this is their first   

time volunteering.  

Undergo a confidential background check  

Attend a training session on proper boundaries and our policy  
 

Once volunteers are screened and in place, we will try to ensure 

that children are not alone with a volunteer, but that there are at 

least two unrelated adults present. There are some other changes, 

and if you are interested in reading the whole policy, we will be 

happy to give you a copy of it, just let us know.  
 

While we were unsure how our volunteers would react to these 

changes, we are very encouraged and surprised that nearly all have 

been very supportive and see the need for them. Most indicated 

that they already had to do similar things, including the back-

ground checks, to work with scouts, or to volunteer at school.  
 

As we implement these changes and refine the policy and proce-

dures, please pray for your church, its volunteers, and our ministry 

with children and youth.
