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All Saints Day Prayer  

All Saints Day (November 1) is a time to remember with gratitude all those persons 

whose lives reflect the goodness of God. Saints are not perfect people. They have their 

faults, idiosyncrasies, and weaknesses. They have their own struggles and difficulties. 

Yet, the saints are people of integrity. They have a central focus at the core of their 

lives:  the love of God. They consistently choose to act out of that central reality, no 

matter how ordinary or extraordinary their lives may be.  
 

All Saints Day is a time to remember and give thanks for all those people who have 

drawn us to God because of who they were and how they lived. The following is one 

way to give thanks throughout the month; either individually or as a family. *  
 

At the beginning of the month, take time for the following prayer experience. Have 

near you a small container such as a cup, bowl, basket, or small box, and several small 

pieces of paper (an index card cut into fours is a good size).  
 

1.  Begin by reflecting on one of these scripture passages:  

Revelation 7:9 - 17, Matthew 5:1 - 15, or another passage that speaks to you about 

being a follower of Jesus, filled with his qualities and goodness.  
 

2.  Sit quietly. Ask for Godõs guidance as you ponder saints who have drawn you to 

deeper faith, to a closer relationship with God. These might be people you have 

known personally, been influenced by through scripture or history; or they may be 

spiritual and theological authors, poets or singers -- anyone who has inspired you 

and stirred your desire to be faithful to the Christ - like goodness within you.  
 

3.  As persons and names come to your mind, take the small pieces of paper and write 

a name on each one. As you do so, place these names in the small container. As 

each one goes in, whisper òthank youó for the gift of that personõs goodness.  

(More people may come to your mind later on; if so, continue to add these names 

to the container.)  
 

4.  After the names are in the container, pray this prayer or one of your own:  

Thank you, Lord of all Goodness, for each of these saints who have 

been a part of my life in some way. Thank you for their witness and   

inspiration. Thank you for how their life encourages me to live my    

own in a better way. I renew my dedication to you and pray that their 

qualities of goodness will continue to grow and mature in me. May your 

love shine through me so that one day I, too, may be counted among 

the white - robed ones who stand before your throne..

5.  Keep the container of names on a prayer table, desk, kitchen table, 

or any place where you will see them. Each day of November draw 

out one name. Look lovingly at the name as you remember them. 

Ask yourself: What does this personõs life teach me about the 

goodness of God and about how to live my life well? (You may 

want to write this quality on the back of the paper with the name 

on it.) After you have recognized this quality, place the name 

alongside the container. Conclude each day with the prayer above 

or one of your own.  
 

6.  Each day, try to live the quality of the saint whose name and life 

you pondered. (You might want to carry the name with you for the 

day as a reminder of this and place it alongside the container of 

names at the dayõs end.) 
 

7.  At the close of the month, gather all the names strewn around   

the container and pray that your life will continue to contain the 

virtues of these saints. You may want to write these names in your 

journal or place the list in a picture frame where they will remind 

you of their qualities of goodness.  

 

This could be done as a family with each member writing  

names and placing them in a container that sits on the family 

table. Draw one name out at meal time. The family member  

who wrote the name describes the quality of goodness. If other 

family members know the saint, they add other qualities of 

goodness that they find in the saint. The names are placed on 

the table next to the container and remain there for the month 

of November. If family members find it difficult to all be at 

meals at the same time, each one can draw a name  during the 

day and follow with steps 5 and 6.
