Up- date on Calvary Church Sale
& Glendale Mortgage

As most of you know, the sale of the Calvary Church has been
delayed a couple times. But it looks pretty certain that we will be
closing on a sale to King of Glory Lutheran church in August.
They have never wavered in their desire or commitment to buy,
but have been held up in the sale of their own facility.

Once we do close, we will immediately be paying off the debt on
that property, and paying our back apportionments to the Minne-
sota Annual conference of the United Methodist Church, which
has allowed us to borrow against them for about 18 months. The
Annual Conference of our Church has also decided to let us keep
the 20% of sale proceeds that would have gone to them, so that
we can get back on our feet financially sooner and develop a
realistic plan for growth.

With the proceeds of the sale that are left, we will be paying down

the principle on the Glendale mortgage. That will leave about a
year of monthly mortgage payments on the Glendale building.
But, a year from now, we should be getting ready to burn our
mortgage!!

Please note that our financial situation is not going to improve
much at all until we pay off the Glendale mortgage, which takes
about $6000 per month. We need your continued faithful giving,
and | will remain at % compensation, until it is paid off.

In the mean time, your church leaders are going to be trying to
develop a plan for the future growth of Glendale UMC, both nu-
merically and spiritually. We will be asking for your input as we
look at what ministries to invest in and develop, as well as how to
maintain and enhance our building, part of which is over 25 years
old now. We are excited about the future and its possibilities, and
yet aware that we will need to be intentional about being be faith-
ful stewards of both the financial resources and ministry God has
entrusted to us here.
